ANIMAL INFORMATION

California law requires that all dogs over the age of four
months be vaccinated against rabies and be licensed
through the local animal care and control agency. The
County of Los Angeles requires the same and that all dogs
be spayed/neutered and microchipped. Cats are also
required to be vaccinated for rabies at four months of age
and be licensed.

Licensing is an important means of identification and can
help to return lost pets to their owners quickly. Failure to
license your pet may result in fines or penalties.

Purchasing Licenses

Animal licenses may be purchased by completing a license

application form and mailing it--along with payment, proof

of rabies vaccination and proof of sterilization--to the
ddress on the application.

The City of Bell is working hard to improve the quality of life for all
residents. Beginning Wednesday, May 4th, uniformed officers from the
Los Angeles County Department of Animal Care and Control will be
working in our city making sure dogs and cats are licensed in
accordance with California Food and Agricultural Code Section 30801.
Both state law and county ordinances require that any dog over the age
of four months be licensed and have a current rabies vaccination. Please
note, canvassing may take up to 3-4 weeks. Residents not in compliance
with the law will be subject to license fees and delinquency charges
including a $40 field enforcement fee.
